ABOUT THE PRESENTERS: 
 
Don Meyer is the director of the Sibling Support  Project 
in Seattle, Washington. He is best known as the creator of 
Sibshops, a program that addresses the needs of brothers and 
sisters of children with special needs. Don is the senior au-
thor and editor of five books including Living with a Brother 
or Sister with Special Needs, Views from Our Shoes: Grow-
ing Up with a Brother or Sister with Special Needs and The 
Sibling Slam Book: What It’s Really Like to Have a Brother 
or Sister with Special Needs.  

Dr. Margo Izzo - Dr. Izzo is Research Associate and 
Program Manager for the Special Education and Transition 
area at the Nisonger Center, a University Center of Excel-
lence on Disabilities at the Ohio State University.  With over 
26 years experience in the special education field, Dr. Izzo 
has extensive experience with grant management, program 
evaluation, and political advocacy.  Currently, Dr. Izzo is 
the Principal Investigator of two federally funded education 
grants designed to improve the academic outcomes of stu-
dents with disabilities at both the secondary and postsecond-
ary levels. Dr. Izzo has published several articles, papers, 
and information briefs on disability and transition issues.  

Dr. Paula Rabidoux - For 25 years  Dr. Paula          
Rabidoux’s clinical and research interests have focused on 
communication and literacy learning for children and adults 
with communicative and cognitive impairments. She re-
cently co-developed a model of Interactive- to - Independent 
Literacy that includes children at all levels of literacy learn-
ing. The model is the foundation for a variety of treatment 
programs for children and adults with communication and 
literacy impairments. Dr. Rabidoux is the literacy consultant 
for the Next Chapter Book Club, the Training Coordinator 
for the LEND program, and the Coordinator of  Speech   
Language Pathology services at Nisonger Center at The 
Ohio State University.
